· Everyone selects 3 clubs and their putter to play the ENTIRE ROUND with.  It is easier, if you just leave your other clubs in the car, your garage or your home.  
· Play the round of golf just like any other Monday using ONLY those 4 clubs.
· Be sure to "circle" your score if you haven't holed the ball before "Double Par" is reached.
· Scores DO NOT COUNT for Handicaps.
· Mulligan or Free Out Of Water is in play.
· After play, SCORES will be "Flighted" as evenly as possible into 4 "Flights".  Low score is each of the "flights" will win.  Hole by Hole Tie-Breakers will be used.
This is an "Optional Game".  If you choose not to play it, write next to your score:  "Did Not Play Game".  Your score will NOT count for handicaps.  Round WILL count as a "round played".  Any Birdies or Chip-Ins made WILL COUNT!

We were asked if there could be an E Flight, by Elaine but she was just "out of luck" there.  Some rough scores when you can't play with all your clubs.  Several ladies mentioned that they made the wrong choices for which clubs to take.  Make note for next season.

I want to clarify how the "Step Aside Tournament" works.  I really should have done this prior to you all selecting tee times, but I forgot.  In this Tournament, I will enter the handicaps of the ladies who have signed up to play into the Golf Genius Program that I use.  It will calculate teams of 4 that are composed of players with the same, or nearly the same, total Handicap.  

Rules:  Like a "4 Person Scramble"
· Shotgun start at 8:00 AM using golf carts
· Teams all tee off on each hole  
· Select best drive, mark that location, collect the other balls  
· Everyone, EXCEPT, the player whose drive was used (she "steps aside") will make the 2nd shot  
· From those three locations, select the best shot, mark location, collect other balls.  
· Again everyone, EXCEPT, the player whose shot location you use (she "steps aside") and the other 3 make the 3rd shot. 
· Continue until ball is holed or your team reaches DOUBLE PAR.  
· Circle Double Par Score
· Continue play this way for the entire round.
· MUST use 1 Drive from every member of the team.
· Keep only 1 Team Score
· No Mulligan or Free Out of Water
· Birdies and/or Chip-In's made DO NOT COUNT
This is "Lunch After Play" Tournament.  You will receive an E-Vite to attend the lunch later next week.  Your Officers are meeting after play on Monday to decide the caterer and menu for this event.

So if this sounds like fun to you, sign up to play on July 21.  There is plenty of room.  We can accommodate 72 golfers with 2 groups of 4 teeing off on each hole.  When we reach 72 the others will on a "wait list" to play if someone has to drop out for whatever reason.  This is lots of fun and is easier to play when it is really hot out because you get to take a "break" when playing.
